BY TRAIN 
 
A new fast and fully automatic con-
nection called PISA MOVER will link 
Pisa Airport to Pisa Centrale train sta-
tion: it runs every ten minutes, from 6 
am to 12 am (midnight), and the trip 
takes around eight minutes. You can 
buy the tickets at the train departures. 
Once in Pisa Centrale station, the train 
takes around one hour/one hour and 
a half to arrive in Florence and the 
ticket costs �¼ 8 (second class only).

In any case, I recom-
mend that you save this phone num-
ber: 055.4390 (a local number to call 
cabs). Special tip: there is an extra 
charge for luggage only of Euro 1,00 
each (maximum 5 pieces).

DAY 2 Day trip to Pisa & Cinque Terre 

Be ready this is a long day! Meet up with our guide 
at 07:00am to catch the local train to Pisa, home of 
the must- visit Leaning Tower of Pisa, the Baptistery, 
Campo Santo and Duomo di Pisa (Pisa Cathedral). 
Here you will be free to walk around the square and 
enjoy taking as many funny pictures as your 
imagination can of the leaning tower. After Pisa we 
will continue towards the Cinque Terre, famous for 
their natural beauty, scenic trails, spectacular coast 
line and sunny beaches. Our first stop will be in 
Riomaggiore, where after an orientation walk we will 
stop for an optional light lunch based on local 
products. After lunch we will continue to the next 
village filled with boats called Manarola for amazing 
photos. Our last village will be Vernazza where you 
will be free to relax on the beach, sunbathe or take 
a swim before returning back to Florence. Free

DAY 3 Tuscany! 
 
A full day trip from Florence to discover Tuscany and 
its wine. We will depart from Florence at 10:00am 
which is not too early in the event you wish to sleep 
a big longer. The first stop will be at a winery where 
you will taste 4 different type of wines,  a 30 year-old 
balsamic vinegar and the delicious truffle extra 
virgin olive oil. Here you will learn how to recognize 
the different flavours and develop your taste buds 
with a passionate wine producer. We will continue 
to our second winery located in a stunning area well 
known for the production of the Vernaccia white 
wine facing the famous towers of San Gimignano. 
The  wine makers will guide you through the 
vineyards and the cellars and they will share the 
secrets of the wine and oil production as well as the 
best wine and food combinations. In the afternoon 
you will be free to visit and spend time wandering 
through the narrow streets shopping in the local 
shops of the most beautiful medieval town of 
Tuscany, San Gimignano and check out the tower 
filled skyline while eating the ice cream from a world
-champion gelateria. Back to Florence at approx

WHO AM I SHARING THE ROOM WITH?

HOW MUCH SHOULD I TIP?

Also keep in mind that free wi fi is hard to find sometimes 
especially in the South of Italy so having an Italian sim card will 
allow you to always be in contact. 
 
HOW MUCH MONEY DO I NEED? 
You will be able to use debit  & credit cards for most items 
however in the South of Italy they many bars and places do not 
take cards. 
You will need to allow enough money to cover meals where not 
included ( breakfast, lunch & dinner), souvenirs, shopping, 
drinks, optional excursions and activities, entrance fees to 
attactions & evening entertainment. The local currency is EURO.
